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REASSESSING PFEIFFER'S PIONEERING

Walter Pfeiffer started photography in the 1970s without any technical ambition, but with the will to provide a new
visual vocabulary for beauty, erotism, and freedom of life.

His work gained its initial recognition through an underground network and today has a cult status. Parallel to his
photographs exploring the sexualization of the everyday, Walter Pfeiffer has directed several videos depicting his
friends hanging out in his Zurich studio.
